IMPORTANT NOTICE: Please double check the tightness of all bolts, hardware and mounting 
pods, as temperature fluctuations during transit may have caused the hardware to become loose.
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3. Installation and setup

The setup of the Master Innovation turntable is easy as the turntable chassis is pre-assembled and 
has been tested at the factory.

Please use the white gloves enclosed in order to avoid scratches or unwanted fingerprints (platter).

The Master Innovation turntable requires a setup space of at least 18.90 x 19.29 inches.

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Carton 1 of 3:

1.) 
First, take out the three black flat pads from the accessory bag. Place these flat pads on your hi-fi 
rack or another suitable base, where the final position of your Master Innovation turntable will be.

2.) 
Then take the Master Innovation turntable body (drive unit) from the next packaging layer and place 
the turntable’s spikes onto the flat pads.

3.) 
To avoid humming noises it may be necessary to ground the bearing. To do so, plug the ground 
cable provided into the hole in the bearing fixing bolt on the underside of the turntable.

4.) 
Remove the protective security tape from the bearing housing. 
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5.)
Take the drive bearing out of the box. Please remove the bearing protection film carefully and apply 
2-3 drops of the bearing oil (provided, and also available at www.analogshop.de). 
Carefully place the bearing onto the bearing axis.

6.)
Remove the protection film from the sensor mounted on the turntable chassis. 
Please do so extremely carefully to avoid introducing any dirt or scratches. 

Carefully take the stainless steel platter out of the box, using both hands. Remove the protection 
film from the scale ring on the lower side of the turntable. The lower platter side with the scale ring 
must be face down when placing it on the bearing.

Again, please remove the lamination extremely carefully to avoid introducing any dirt 
or scratches.

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7.)
Take the drive platter out of the box and remove the protective film. Using both hands, place the 
drive unit platter onto the bearing, so that the magnets are showing on the top. Please be very 
careful.

Place one of the two drive belts provided (the second is a spare) around the platter and around the 
motor pulley.

Carefully take the top unit from carton 2 of 3 and place it onto the drive unit. Make sure that the 
protective film of the top unit is still fixed between the platter and the chassis to avoid damage.

Please note that the centring pins will easily slide into the threaded hole without jamming.

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10.)
Take the stainless steel sub-platter from carton 3 and remove the protective packaging. 
Place the platter with the small deepening showing down carefully onto the upper part of the 
bearing. Make sure that the protective film is still fixed in place at this point. 

Next, take the platter out of its box and set it carefully with the metal disc down onto the bearing. 
Now you can carefully remove the protective film.
For this purpose press the platter slightly downwards.
To avoid any damage to your bearing, the platter should be at room temperature before beginning 
setup (approx. 20° Celsius).

Please avoid any sideways force to avoid any damage to the ceramic bearing.

To mount and adjust a cartridge, please follow the relevant manufacturer’s user manual for that 
cartridge.

If you have purchased your Clearaudio Master Innovation turntable as a package with tonearm 
and cartridge, you will find a Smart Level Gauge in your accessories pack, which will help you to 
adjust the tracking force of the cartridge:

The following final adjustment is very important.

Please ensure that your turntable rack is in a level position. 

Please use the level gauge provided to ensure that your Master Innovation turntable is in a level 
position. You can adjust each of the turntable’s feet to level the turntable. You will only get the best 
results with your Master Innovation turntable if it is level.

Please connect the mains plug to your power supply.

15).
By pushing the sensor switch, marked with “33 1/3” on 
the motor, the turntable starts to spin until 33 1/3rpm is 
reached. 
After the initial setup, we recommend a running in period 
to ensure the perfect performance. 
To do this let the turntable spin at 33 1/3rpm for 15 to 30 
minutes.

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4. Fine adjustment of the motor

1.)
The Master Innovation’s motor adjustment is already pre-set at the factory. However, some small 
speed deviations can occur during transportation or due to dirt or dust on the sensor or the sensor 
ring. Please check the speed before using the turntable for the first time.

To correctly adjust the speed, put the recommended Clearaudio Stroboscope Test Record onto the 
platter and refer to the instructions provided in the Stroboscope Test Record user manual. 
To check the speed with highest accuracy, you may wish to use the Clearaudio Speed Light 
(Art. No.: AC039, available at www.analogshop.de).

On the right front side of your turntable there are three fine speed adjusters (see Picture 16 below).

 - Left adjuster = setting 33 1/3rpm 
(near turntable motor)

- Middle adjuster = setting 45rpm

- Right adjuster = setting 78rpm 
(near turntable bearing)

To adjust the turntable speed at 33 1/3 rpm, take the screwdriver provided and turn the left adjuster 
until you have reached the right speed according to the Stroboscope test record (see the relevant 
user manual).

•	 Turning the adjuster counter clockwise reduces the turntable speed.
•	 Turning the adjuster clockwise increases the turntable speed.

You can also adjust the turntable speed for 45rpm and 78rpm in the same way.

Please note:

If the turntable does not reach the correct speed, the sensor or the scale ring could be dirty or 
dusty. To clean the sensor, take off the two platters very carefully. Clean the sensor and the scale 
ring with a little isopropyl alcohol and a cotton bud. Be very careful to avoid scratching the sensor 
or the scale ring.

Should the motor still have speed variations, please contact Clearaudio directly or you’re nearest 
authorized Clearaudio dealer.

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5. Special instructions

5.1 Maintenance
•	 If the Master Innovation turntable is to be unused for some time, please disconnect the motor 

from the main power supply.
•	 Every two years you can lubricate the bearing of the turntable platter and drive unit with the 

bearing oil provided; 1 or 2 drops will be enough. (To lubricate the bearing of the drive unit, the 
top unit and the drive platter must be removed.)

•	 If any damage to the power cord should occur, please ensure that this is repaired only by 
authorized personnel. Please note: A damaged power cord must be exchanged immediately.

Caution! 
Please use only non-alcoholic fluids specifically intended for acrylic to clean the Master 
Innovation turntable. 
Otherwise damage to the material or the surface can occur. Avoid using dry cloths for cleaning due 
to electrostatic charging. Suitable cleaning materials are available from Clearaudio 
(www.analogshop.de) or from your local hi-fi dealer. 

5.2 Transportation
•	 For any required transportation of the Master Innovation turntable, please always remove the 

turntable platter and the upper part of the bearing. Otherwise serious damage may occur. To 
avoid any dust getting into the bearing, the bearing hole should be covered. 

•	 Please ensure that you send the Master Innovation turntable always and only in its original 
packaging. Without the original packaging, Clearaudio’s warranty will not be valid. 		
When repackaging the turntable, please follow in reverse the steps indicated in this manual for 
installation and setup (from section 1).

5.3 Service
Any required servicing of Clearaudio products should be carried out by authorized personnel only. 
In the case of repairs, the Master Innovation turntable must be sent to your nearest authorized 
Clearaudio distributor or dealer, or directly to the Clearaudio factory:

The Clearaudio Stroboscope test record satisfies the highest demands for an exact speed adjustment 
for turntables.
Dramatic sound improvements can be reached only with exact calibrated speeds.

- Optimal adjustment for turntables -

To adjust the exact speed, please choose the side for 50 / 60Hz, or the other side for the use with 
the speed light first.
If you choose the side without the speed light source, you can use the 
regular light source for the installation, either 50Hz (outer scales) or 	
60Hz.
				  
The scales are graduated in three different reading options: 33.3, 45 and 

78rpm (starting from the outer diameter).

Please place the stroboscope disc on your turntable platter and start the engine of your turntable. 
The big advantage of the Clearaudio strobe disc is, that you can place your cartridge onto the 
strobe record, while measuring the speed, as there are grooves provided on the disc. This means, 
for the first time a real time speed analysis is possible under realistic circumstances.

If you have the impression that the horizontal lines move on the scale, you should set or readjust 
the speed of the motor again. 
- If the lines move clockwise, the speed is too fast. 
- If the lines move counter clockwise, the motor speed is too slow. 
Please correct the speed on your motor or turntable until you have the impression that the lines 
stopped moving. After that you have reached the exact speed, you can enjoy the full potential of 
your vinyl collection again.
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If you use the Speed Light (AC039) you can reach an even higher or more 
accurate adjustment, completely independent of the power line or frequency of 
your country. 
As well, the 300 Hz calibrated light, used as an external light source is completely 
in dependent from possible power line fluctuations, which could influence the 
result by regular light. The 300Hz of the Speed Light are generated by a stabilized 
quartz oscillator and permit a very exact adjustment.

Please put the Stroboscope Testrecord with the fine lines upward on your turntable. 
Here you also have the possibility to choose between three different speeds. 
With the outside scale you can detect the speed of 33.3rpm, with the middle scale 45rpm and with 
the inside scale you can detect the speed of 78rpm. Again, the big advantage of the Clearaudio 
strobe disc is, that you can place your cartridge onto the strobe record, while measuring the speed, 
as there are grooves provided on the disc. This means, for the first time a real time speed analysis 
is possible under realistic circumstances.
Press the button of the speed light source and place it parallel over to the scale and adjust the motor 
or turntable speed until the horizontal lines do not move anymore. 

- Tip -

As more accurate your turntable speed is adjusted, as better the overall sonic appearance of the 
record playback will be!
It is mandatory to check the speed several times through out the year, to ensure that other influences 
are not minimizing the sound quality.
